


An Invitation to Join Us

We are embarking on an historic event bringing the National Association of Human Rights Workers and the International
Assaociation of Official Human Rights Agencies together for the first Joint Annual Meeting and Conference. The event is
set for September 16-21, 2007 at the Atlanta Hilton Hotel, Atlanta Georgia. The theme for this great event is “The Road to
Civil Rights....A Revival of Heart, Mind and Soul.”

This special conference will include provocative plenary sessions and educational workshops which are always needed
by our staffs and us. We will have speakers from throughout the civil rights movement to keynote the conference. Our
federal partners will address the conference along with a special presentation from the Kennedy School of Government,
Harvard University.

The conference will consist of three components to make participation choices easier for participants. The first compo-
nent is the General Conference which consists of workshops, seminars, plenaries, bus tours and general work sessions.
Most participants will be eligible to attend the various program components of the General Conference. IAOHRA mem-
bers will find most of their participation choices in the General Conference schedule.

The second component are the NAHRW Leader Institutes, four day learning experiences for interested NAHRW members
seeking eventual professional and master’s certification. Participation requires an additional $200.00 fee as outlined in the
registration guidelines.

The third component is the National Fair Housing Training Academy (NFHTA). Employees from state and local govern-
ment civil rights agencies who receive HUD/FHAP funds to enforce fair housing are eligible to attend.

In addition, there will be some “outside of the box” learning opportunities for us as well. We will spend a half day training
session of the conference on-site at the Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. Historic District in Atlanta, a day trip to the birthplace
of much of the civil rights movement, Birmingham, Alabama with training sessions planned at the Birmingham Civil Rights
Museum, and later in the week a commemorative march through historic Atlanta University Center where we will be joined
by students from Clark Atlanta, Spellman and Morehouse College rallying at the statue of Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. for
speeches and special presentations. Finally we will have our gala banquet at the new world renowned Georgia Aquarium,
the largest such venue of its kind in the world. The banquet meal will be catered by Wolfgang Puck Catering famous for
unique presentation and wonderfully delicious food.

As you can see, our Joint Conference will be not only historic, but incredible. We need you to be a part of this important
event.

Civil Rights History Bus Tour

A day-trip by bus to Birmingham, Alabama to commune at
the epicenter of the civil rights movement. During the ride,
bus riders will view the video “Intolerable Burden” in
preparation for a faculitated discussion regarding the
concept of “freedom”, integration and choice regarding
public schools. The 56 minute video hightlights the
decision of Mae Bertha and Matthew Carter in the autum of
1965 when they enrolled the youngest eight of their
thirteen children in the public schools of Drew, Mississippi.
Their decision to send the children to the formerly all white
schools was in response to a “freedom of choice” plan.
